
Erin Taylor, executive 
director of the Wyoming

2010 Legislative Budget 
Session. In addition, she 
will highlight any interest-

ing tax or fiscal bills legis-
lators may consider during 
the session.  

The Wyoming Legislature 
meets for approximately 20 
days in even numbered years 
for a budget session. The 
2010 budget session convenes 
in Cheyenne Feb. 8 at 10 a.m.  

WTA has been Wyo-
ming's leading tax policy and 
research organization since 
1937. The organization’s pri-
mary objective is to urge gov-
ernment at all levels to utilize 
efficiency and economy in 
providing government ser-
vices.  

Taylor was hired as ex-
ecutive director of the Wyo-
ming Taxpayers Association 
in January 2006. A graduate 
of the University of Wyoming 

with a master’s degree in eco-
nomics, she has considerable 
experience in regulatory and 
economic analysis, policy de-
velopment and advocacy. 

Ms. Taylor, formerly a 
government affairs represen-
tative with PacifiCorp, has an 
established reputation for coa-
lition building and an exten-
sive background testifying 
before legislative committees. 
She has garnered the respect 
of state and local elected offi-
cials with her analytic and 
unbiased reporting of tax pol-
icy. Taylor’s employment has 
centered in the Rocky Moun-
tain state’s as well as Wash-
ington D.C.
