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Last week | sat through
a portion of a steer and
heifer sale at Torrington
Livestock Auction. Once
seated in the bleachers
overlooking the ring, | had
to wonder how a person
can live in a town for years
and never take time to visit
the local attractions or
businesses that others
travel miles to see.

At one time, my parents
owned two livestock sale
barns in South Dakota, and
my husband and | man-
aged one of them. My
mother now operates a
monthly catalog horse sale
at one of those facilities.
My Dad, though retired,
continues to spend much
of his time at sale barns as
a buyer. In fact, a few
weeks ago he purchased
five bred heifers for me —
my first venture into the
livestock business.

So with a renewed inter-
est in the cattle market, |
made a special effort to
take in a sale this month.
As | watched a buyer in the
stands joke with the auc-
tioneer on the block, | was
reminded of the special
comradeship that develops
between buyers, sellers
and the sale barn staff. The
buyers who showed up at
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my parents’ sales every
week were considered
friends, as were the loyal
livestock producers who
trusted the sale barn to get
top dollar for their cattle.

Given the warm memo-
ries | have of the past, why
had it taken me so long to
visit Torrington Livestock
Auction? Because it's easy
to put off something you
know you can do another
day or week, and since
sale days are as regular as
Sunday worship services, |
knew there would be end-
less opportunities to check
out this famous livestock
barn.

At the Chamber we list
Torrington Livestock Auc-
tion as a tourist stop. At
first | had to wonder why
something so common in
my life would be consid-
ered a local attraction. But
when you think about it,
you realize the novelty ag-
ricultural operations offer
visitors from densely popu-
lated cities.

How many of you have
failed to experience a sale
day at Torrington Livestock
Auction? My point is not to
promote the sale barn spe-
cifically, but to illustrate
how we often take our local
businesses and amenities

for granted.

Why not make a com-
mitment to enjoy local at-
tractions and stop at a
place in Goshen County
you have put off visiting
until tomorrow — an art
show at the college, an an-
tigue or novelty shop, a
winery, a new restaurant,
the city museum ....

By having a more inti-
mate knowledge of local
businesses and tourist at-
tractions, you put yourself
into better position to rec-
ommend and brag about
Goshen County to others.

When someone says
there’s nothing to do here,
you should be ready to
contradict that misconcep-
tion with a long list of “must
see” events and attrac-
tions. After all, we need to
make sure residents and
visitors appreciate this
area, because no one else
will feel as strongly about
the good things Goshen
County has to offer than
those who live here.
